Procedures
The code enforcers in Eastpointe are assigned to designated areas. After a violation is reported the enforcer inspects the property.  If there is a violation a notice contact with the violator is attempted.  If the person is unavailable, a card is left at the site that provides notice of the violation.  If the violation is not fixed within 5-7 days, a second notice is given.  If the violator does not respond or fix the problem, a court appearance ticket is issued.  If the violator misses the court date, a second court date is set.  If the violator misses the second court date, than a warrant is issued for that person’s arrest.  The violation is a misdemeanor.
