Task: Joint Planning Commission submits the plan to three legislative bodies for review and comment

a. All three legislative bodies approve plan for distribution (September)
1. Plan is mailed to all the jurisdictions/bodies notified under the notice of intent to plan list

2. Joint Planning Commission sends signed letter to county board that notice all mailing requirements have been met
Review Period
- Cities, villages, townships and utilities have 65 days from receipt to submit comments (November)

- Copies of comments must be proved to the county planning commission

- County Planning commission has 75 -95 days to submit comments: These comments are only advisory (December)

Task: Joint Planning Commission prepares a response to comments

Task: Joint Planning Commission holds a public hearing - Can adopt plan at this time (Late December/Early January)
Provide notice of hearing twice in paper
(1st publication: not more than 30 days or less than 20 days before date of the hearing

(2nd publication: nor more than 8 days before the date of the hearing)
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
