Bear Lake Area Joint Planning Commission Meeting Minutes
January 24, 2007
Called to order by Vice Chair Tom Amor at 6:30 pm at the Pleasanton Township Hall.

In attendance: Marilyn McCarthy, George Schafer, Dane Krueger, Tom Amor, Jim Reed, Robert Howe, Allan Swanson.  Guests present: Harry Burkholder (LIAA), Don Girven, Rick Farfsing, Tim Richard.

Members excused: Bernie Ware, Dave McNeilly.

Members who had not yet been sworn in were.

Moved Swanson; Support ???, that Jim Reed serve as Secretary.  Rick Farfsing volunteered to serve as recorder of minutes on behalf of the Secretary.  Motion passed unanimously.

Burkholder announced copies of Joint Municipal Planning Agreement and Resolution and the affidavit for each “Notice for Intent to Plan” from each of the municipalities were needed for LIAA files.

Moved Schafer; Support Reed, that all future Planning Commission Meetings be the fourth Wednesday of the month, 6:30, at the Pleasanton Township Hall.  Motion passed unanimously.

Moved Krueger; Support Howe, that the Public Meeting scheduled for February 13 be moved to March 28.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Public Meeting of December 18 was informally reviewed.  Consensus among the members pointed that the Setting used (Bear Lake School Media Center) worked well and should be continued.  Also that Public Notice was adequate.  And finally that the Results that led to the Broad Vision Statements and draft Statement of Vision as compiled by LIAA were accurate.
Components of a Comprehensive Plan were reviewed, as were the actual process of enactment and implementation of a Comprehensive Plan.

Burkholder informed the group that new data regarding land use issues and trends just became available and LIAA required time to digest this new information.
Accelerating the meeting schedule was discussed.  Consensus was reached that a special meeting would be held Wednesday, February 7, 6:30, at the Pleasanton Township Hall.  The agenda will include reviewing the current Bear Lake Township and Pleasanton Township Master Plans, plus discussing the Village’s needs.  If LIAA is able to compile questions for a community survey, discussion of that will also be an item for discussion.
Public Comment: Tim Richard discussed the Open Meeting Act in regard to public comments.  Consensus indicated that a guideline would be beneficial.  LIAA will provide suggestions.

Moved McCarthy; Support Swanson, that the meeting adjourn.  Passed unanimously at 8:29.
