Street Connectivity 
Benefits 

· Provides users (motorized & non-motorized) with multiple routes instead of one major arterial 

· Travel is more direct - reducing vehicle miles, travel time and increased accessibility

· Provides enhanced opportunities for non-motorized transportation (e.g. biking, walking)

· On-site traffic can remain on-site - traffic on arterial streets is reduced

· Supports transit use

· Supports lower speeds for vehicles - which reduces accidents

· Increases access for emergency vehicles   

· Can provide development flexibility
