General Consideration of Draft Comprehensive Plan Goals and Objectives

Monday, October 30, 2006

General Land Use and Development – The primary focus of this topic is the geographic distribution and arrangement of land uses across the Mayville Community. Through planning and land use regulation, the community can limit land use conflicts, encourage harmonious development, and preserve a high quality of life. Based on all available survey data and the public comments received, current residents want to maintain the Mayville Community’s rural character and small town appeal. Therefore, the Comprehensive Plan should promote a pattern of land uses – current and future – that help to retain these characteristics.

Proposed Goal: Arrange future land uses in a manner which will preserve the natural features, scenic qualities, and rural character which make the Mayville Community an attractive place to live. [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]
Proposed Objectives [Most based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]:
1. Make provisions to accommodate future residential, commercial, and industrial development in appropriate locations

2. Encourage managed growth through good planning and appropriate development controls

3. Maintain Fremont Township as a rural, residential community

4. Encourage the preservation of agriculture lands and existing farming operations

5. Encourage the preservation of natural features and open space

6. Discourage the placement of land uses that are incompatible with existing natural features

7. Discourage the placement of land uses that are incompatible with surrounding development

8. Encourage Planned Unit Development (PUD) approaches to future residential, commercial and industrial development whenever feasible.

9. Preserve the rural character of the community [From Community Meeting]
10.  Identify and enhance the rural historical assets of the community [From Community Meeting]

11. Encourage the preservation of road corridors [From Community Meeting]

Proposed Goal: Respect private property rights, while planning for the public interest. [From Community Meeting] 
Proposed Objectives: 
1. Implement development review policy’s that require impact assessments for new developments  
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Downtown & Economic Development – This topic concerns the primary center of commercial and business activity in the Mayville Community and the area of greatest housing density. Through land use planning and regulation, capital improvements and infrastructure investments, and cooperative civic action, the community can encourage downtown and economic development while guiding the quality and character of that development. Based on survey data and public comment received, the residents want additional retail and commercial development in the Village, additional business or light industrial development, and a modest increase in residential housing.
Proposed Goal A:  The Mayville Community should have a thriving downtown with the proper mix of services, retail businesses and housing options to serve the needs of the area residents and invite visitors into downtown. [Based on the Project Good START Report]
Proposed Objectives:
1. Develop and implement a streetscape master plan [Based on the Project Good START Report and Community Meeting]
2. Develop new housing opportunities on Fulton Ave [Based on the Project Good START Report and Community Meeting]
3. Identify and enhance the historical assets of downtown Mayville [From Community Meeting]

Proposed Goal B: The Mayville Community should encourage the development and retention of business and industry that provides good paying jobs in convenient, accessible, and logical locations. [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan and the Project Good START Report]
Proposed Objectives:
1. Encourage the development of commercial centers as opposed to strip developments [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]

2. Encourage the development of some local light industry [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]

3. Discourage “spot” commercial and industrial development [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]

4. Develop job retraining programs
5. Encourage the development of medical services [ Based on Community Meeting)
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Housing and Neighborhoods – Based on the survey data and public comments received, the Mayville Community is ready for a modest increase in population and expanded housing opportunities, particularly single family houses. Cooperative land use planning and regulation, as well as staged capital improvements, can help to encourage this type of development in the Mayville Community.
Proposed Goal A:  Provide for residential development that results in neighborhoods that are safe, healthy and attractive. [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]
Proposed Objectives:
1. Adopt regulatory measures that are necessary to ensure that new housing meets appropriate health and safety standards

2. Adopt basic housing standards to ensure the compatibility of future housing with the existing housing stock
Proposed Goal B: Provide for residential development that offers an adequate supply of dwelling units in a variety of housing options. [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]
Proposed Objectives:
1. Reserve sufficient land for both dispersed and more intensive residential development in convenient, economical, and environmentally sound locations
2. Encourage innovative development techniques (such as PUD) which will permit development at higher densities, while also using the available land more efficiently and preserving natural features
3. Encourage the development of housing opportunities for all economic levels
4. Encourage the development of senior housing 
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Recreation and Tourism – Based on survey data and public comments received, these two topics are perhaps the most passionately discussed in the Mayville Community. Through planning, capital improvements and community organizing efforts, the community can develop recreation programming and new recreation facilities that enhance the overall quality of life for area residents and encourages families to stay in the area of all ages. In addition, community events such as the Sunflower festival can be expanded and promoted, along with the areas unique natural resources, to increase the visibility of the Mayville Community. 
Proposed Goal A:  Provide an atmosphere where programming and facilities combine to provide for the best quality of life for residents of all ages. [Based on Project Good START and Community Meetings]

Proposed Objectives:
1. Develop and adopt a comprehensive recreation plan that outlines improvements to current recreation facilities, the development of future recreation facilities, capital improvement expenditures, programming options and funding mechanisms. 

2. Develop a community-wide “Friends” organization to promote and support recreation in the Mayville Community.
3. Focus the development of future recreation facilities that support activities geared toward children.  
4. Work with the Mayville Area School District to coordinate and develop after-school programming  
Proposed Goal B: Build upon and provide community events that celebrate the current assets of the Mayville community. [Based on Project Good START and Community Meetings]

Proposed Objectives:
1. Develop a marketing program for the community
2. Encourage existing community organizations to develop community events
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Public Facilities and Services – The primary focus of this topic is the location and placement of infrastructure and services across the Mayville Community. In addition, this topic focuses on future cooperative efforts between the Village of Mayville and Fremont Township. Through planning and land use regulations, the community can focus the placement of infrastructure and community services in appropriate areas that serve area residents and maintain the rural character and small town appeal of the Mayville Community. 
Proposed Goal A:  Provide future infrastructure development and community services in a manner that will effectively serve area residents and maintain the rural character which makes the Mayville Community an attractive place to live.  [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan and Community Meetings]

Proposed Objectives:
1. Direct future development into designated areas where public facilities and services can be efficiently and economically provided in the future

2. Prepare a long-range program, including funding strategies, to address road improvement needs

3. Investigate the preparation and adoption of appropriate standards for all roads 

4. Develop a program that will outline the conditions for future land transfers or 425 agreements [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan and Community Meetings]

Investigate the desire for a public transportation system 
Proposed Goal B:  Establish a more cohesive sense of cooperation in the Mayville Community. [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]

1. Establish a community recycling program [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan]
2. Continue to encourage cooperative efforts between the Village of Mayville and Fremont Township in planning for and providing public services [Based on the Fremont Township Master Plan] 
3. Promote future land use development policies and land use patterns that demonstrate cooperative planning across jurisdictional boundaries

4. Annually update and review the comprehensive plan (required every five years)
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
