Suggestions for Future Land Use Category 

Agriculture and Open Space (a new category) - Color: Light Green
This category is intended to provide for a mixture of rural land uses interspersed among open, undeveloped lands. Appropriate uses will include farming operations, single-family homes, outdoor recreation facilities and natural protected areas. Residents within this area will need to co-exist with farming land uses and will be subject to regulations to protect the natural environment. 

Goals:

· Consider use of land that utilizes soil in a more efficient manner
· Consider land development tights

· Consider desires of the community to maintain the rural atmosphere

· Consider a purchase of development rights program

· Provide areas for single-family development

· Maintain open areas
Strategies:
· Conduct land use education workshops to encourage community awareness

· Conduct education workshops on soil types and how best to utilize it

Rural Residential (includes part of Township’s “Agriculture & Low-Density Residential” as well as both jurisdictions’ “Rural Residential”) - Color: Dark Green
This category is intended to provide for single-family residential uses. The district will accommodate single-family residential development at a higher density than the Agriculture and Open Space Land Use Category, but retain a rural character.
Goals:
· Provide areas for low-density family residential areas

· Maintain open areas
Medium Density Residential (from both jurisdictions) - Color: Light Blue
This category is intended to provide for areas that promote the continuation of the Village style neighborhood land use pattern in areas in and around the Village. The district will accommodate single-family housing, multi-family housing and duplexes and mobile home parks. 

Goals:

· Consider areas for more dense housing nearer to commercial areas

· Consider areas for multi-family dwellings
 Strategies
· Provide areas for duplexes, trailer parks, and condo’s 
High-Density Residential (from Village) - Color: Blue
This category is intended to provide for duplexes, apartments, townhouses and other multi-family residential uses. This land use is also intended to provide for planned units developments. 
Goals:

· Seek development for a senior citizens complex

· Provide for appropriate infrastructure

· Consider multi-family dwellings 
Local Commercial (includes Township’s “Local Business” and Village’s “Neighborhood Commercial”) - Color: Yellow
This category is intended to provide for businesses that will compliment the businesses in the Central Business District. Development should be attractive and a convenient commercial cluster. Uses might include retail food, hardware, drug stores, convenience store and health care facilities. The client traffic is primarily auto-based, so parking facilities for each business will be necessary. However, this district should also be pedestrian oriented.
Goals 
· Provide good family eateries in the downtown areas

· Provide for other small businesses in the downtown

· Consider the development of new businesses along Saginaw Road and M-24
General Commercial (previously “Highway Commercial”) -Color: Orange
This category is intended to provide suitable sites for land uses providing services to highway travelers such as motels and gas stations as well as locations for commercial uses requiring large parcels of land to operate efficiently such as retail lumber and automobile sales. 

Goals:
· Seek ways to encourage another fast food restaurant to locate in Mayville on M-24, providing jobs for teens, encouraging more interest to draw people to Mayville
· Consider a truck stop at M-24 and M-46 intersection 
Central Business District (previously “Downtown Commercial”) -Color: Red
This category includes the commercial core of the village. It is intended to provide for commercial establishments and offices as well as residential units on the second or third floors of suitable buildings. This district should also be pedestrian oriented.
Goals:

· Encourage a business atmosphere in the downtown area

· Encourage a mixture of businesses including eateries

· Encourage a new business that will anchor and draw other businesses to downtown

· that will anchor and draw other businesses to downtown
Strategies
· Construct better streets and sidewalks
· Advertise the Central Business District
Industrial (previously “Light Industrial”) - Color: Purple
This category is intended to provide for light industrial operations such as warehousing, assembly, processing and packaging of products from previously prepared materials. The category does not include heavy commercial or manufacturing uses. 

Goals 

· Encourage light industrial in designated areas

· Work to establish an Industrial park, seek funding locally or grant monies to do so
Mixed Use (modified from Village’s “Mixed Development”) - Color: Brown
This land use is intended to provide for a mix of industrial, commercial and residential uses. The purpose of this district is to continue to permit this intermingling of uses but ensure that future development adequately buffer themselves from adjacent uses.
Goals & Strategies 
Parks and Public Services (modified from Village’s “Park”) - Color: Pink
This land use is intended to provide for parkland development, non-motorized trails natural areas, and civic buildings such as a post office, school and government building.
Goals:
· Encourage land development for future parks and recreation opportunities

· Seek donation of land for parks by individuals
Strategy: 

· Work to create a township park for camping and recreation
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
