Hello Mayville Area Joint Planning Commissioners and Interested Citizens,
In an effort to move forward with the development of the comprehensive plan, the Joint Planning Commission has agreed to hold a meeting and discuss the following issues:
1. Comments and suggestions concerning the Draft Plan
2. Potential future land use classifications 
1. Hopefully you all have had an opportunity to review the draft comprehensive plan. If you did not receive a copy of the plan, you can view and prints its contents using the project website. At this time, we are asking you to provide your comments and suggestions concerning the draft plan. In considering these comments, you may want to ask yourself:
· Is the language used understandable, clear and concise?
· Are there grammatical errors or other obvious corrections needed?
· Is the data accurate and does it represent what is really happening in the Mayville Community?
· Are there other data or topics that should be addressed? 
· Is any important data or background information missing?

· Are the goals and objectives sufficient, complete and correct?
We are also looking for information that was listed on the “Information Still Needed” handout provided at our last meeting. The information still needed includes:

· Number of building permits for mobile homes (last five years) - Tuscola County

· Number of all building permits and zoning permits (last five years)

· Number of on-site sewage permits issued (last five years) - Tuscola County Health Department

· Number of well permits issued (last five years) - Tuscola County Health Department

· New or updated population or building unit data - If necessary
· Summary of Fremont Township Government

· Revised History of Mayville - If necessary
2. The future land use map and text is a central component to the comprehensive plan. It represents the formal description of the future of the community and is the blueprint for community development. In addition, the future land use serves as the basis for the zoning ordinance. LIAA has developed suggested future land use categories for the Mayville Community. (see the attached suggestions) In compiling this list, existing land uses from both jurisdictions were taken into account to make sure that the proposed future land use does not create disconnects between existing uses that may continue to exist. We are asking you to consider the context of each of these future land use classifications. Do they the match with your vision of the Mayville Community? We will work together to develop the map of future land uses at our next meeting, in January.
At the end of the meeting, please compile all the comments and suggestions, including any edits and send them to LIAA. We will revise the draft plan in time for the next meeting.
