Adoption Procedures

After preparing the proposed comprehensive plan, the joint planning commission will submit the proposed plan to the legislative body of each participating jurisdiction. If each jurisdiction approves the plan for distribution, the secretary of the joint planning commission will submit the proposed plan to the governments and entities that were provided a coordinated planning notice. The secretary of the planning joint planning commission will also submit a statement to the county planning commission that the submission requirements have been met. This statement will be signed by the secretary and will include the name and address of each planning commission to which a copy of the proposed plan was submitted and the date of submittal.  

A local government or entity described that was provided a coordinated planning notice has 63 days to submit comments on the proposed plan to the joint planning commission.

After the 63 day comment period, the joint planning commission will hold a public hearing on the proposed plan. Notice for the hearing will be published in the newspaper (1) between 20 or 30 days before the hearing and (2) eight days before the hearing.

At or after the hearing, the joint planning commission may approve the proposed plan by a majority vote of its membership. Following the approval of the proposed plan by the joint planning commission, the secretary will submit a copy of the proposed plan to the legislative bodies of each participating jurisdiction for their approval or rejection.

If one of the legislative bodies rejects the plan, the legislative body will submit a statement of its objections to the joint planning commission. The joint planning commission should consider the statements and revise the plan accordingly. Following the revision, another public hearing will be held with the same notification procedures and the joint planning commission will submit the revised plan back to the legislative bodies of each participating jurisdiction for their approval or rejection. This process is repeated until all three legislative bodies approve the proposed plan. 

Upon adoption of the proposed plan by each legislative body, the secretary of the joint planning commission will submit the adopted plan to the governments and entities that were provided a coordinated planning notice.
